Dear Colleagues:

However, 1|
am very happy to report that, after a great deal of concentrated work over the past
several weeks, many, if not most of the issues that challenged me have been, or
are being, resolved successfully, and | go forward into the New Year with a
reasonably clean slate, which is most encouraging.

As a direct result of some of this work, | have asked for a definition of what we
consider to be a “Pro-Amateur Student Competitor” to be placed in the Rule Book,
and this will have come up during the Ballroom Department meeting. Hopefully
when this report is given at the Board of Governor’s meeting, you will have chosen
to adopt such a definition and incorporate it into the Rule Book for 2008.

While dealing with the issues of definitions, | would ask you once again to address
the issue of the definition of an “Amateur Competitor” as it is stated in the Rule
Book. Assuming that the definition for a Pro-Amateur Student Competitor is
adopted, this specific Pro-Amateur Student Dancer definition should certainly help
to alleviate the concern brought forward in June 2007 regarding pro-amateur
student competitors teaching, and we can move forward to change the Rule Book
definition of an “Amateur Competitor.”

Therefore, | recommend that the following definition changes be adopted in NDCA
Rule Book.

To Amend Article IV D. 3 (*) to now read:

Each member organization may provide alternative representatives within its discretion,
one of more representatives should preferably be an elected officer and/or must be a
member of that organization for which he or she is representing at the Board of
Governors. All representatives for Associate or Full Member Organizations should be

members in good standing of that organization and must be a U.S. citizens or the holder
of a permanent legal resident visa and must permanently reside in the USA.
