Proposed Rule Change #1 - Rule 1.G.2. (Submitted by PDF) p.3

Proposed action: add this rule as noted (additional text is underlined, deleted text is shown as strike-through)

NDCA registered adjudicators who have not judged a sanctioned NDCA event (Local One-Day Event, Multi-
Day Competition, or Championship) in the previous six months may judge a non-sanctioned NDCA event

Proposed Rule Change #2 - Rule II1.A.3.f. (Submitted by PDF) p. 4

Proposed action: add to this rule as noted (additional text is underlined, deleted text is shown as strike-through)

f. Pro/Am Student Dancers who are found to be in violation of any of the above definitions, will not be
permitted to continue to compete in NDCA sanctioned competitions or championships, and the organizers of all
NDCA sanctioned competitions and championships will be so notified. Should the Pro/Am Student Dancer
cease the activity that violated the above definitions, his or her right to compete as a Pro/Am Student Dancer in
NDCA sanctioned competitions and championships may be restored upon application to the NDCA. A waiting
period may or may not be required when such reinstatements are made.

(1) It is within the province of the Ballroom department to discipline by way of suspension and/or fines

the professional partner of an amateur competing in pro/am competitions who is found to be teaching

ballroom dance lessons for gain.

Proposed Rule Change #3 - Rule III1.A.3. (Submitted by Ballroom Director) p-7

Rationale:
- "strikeout" does not make a significant difference in the requirements for Local One-Day Events

- "underlined" clarifies the "one-day" requirement

3. COMPETITION LEVEL: Organizers may apply for sanction for the following classification of competitions:
a. NDCA Sanctioned Competitions. Sanction may be awarded for multi-day competitions.
b. Local One-Day Events. Sanction may be awarded for events where:
(1) all competitive/judged events take place during a single day
(2) no competitive/judged professional couple events are offered
(3) mpetitive/iudsed adult famateureoup FERES d-
(4) all student participation, with or without assessment of any kind, is dis-allowed except for a
welcome banquet or social dance (or similar activity) the evening prior
(5) as with all NDCA sanctioned events, NDCA Local One-Day Events are required to use only
NDCA registered officials, to include Judges, Chairman of Judges, MC's, Music Directors,
scrutineers, registrars, etc.

a. The Multi-Day Competition is at least 21 days (or 3 weekends) from the date of any other existing NDCA
sanctioned Multi-Day Competition, Championship, or Local One-Day Event that is within one hundred and

fifty miles.

8. LOCAL ONE-DAY EVENTS MILEAGE AND TIME CONSTRAINTS: No Local One-Day Event may be
granted NDCA sanction unless it complies with the following:

a. The Local One-Day Event is at least 21 days (or 3 weekends) from the date of any other existing NDCA
sanctioned Multi-Day Competition, Championship, or Local One-Day Event that is within one hundred and
